OTIS Scholarship Guidelines

for the Annual Education Meeting

Each year the number of scholarships that will be given out varies and is determined by the available funds. There are two different levels of scholarship funding available, a full scholarship which includes paid registration for the OTIS meeting and $250.00 towards travel expenses, and a partial scholarship of paid registration for the OTIS meeting OR $250 towards travel expenses. There is also a special $500 Franz Rosa scholarship that will be given to one of the individuals who presents at the OTIS meeting (chosen by the President of OTIS).

First consideration for scholarships will be given to those individuals who are OTIS members and have submitted an abstract or poster that has been accepted for presentation at the meeting. Full scholarships will only be given to these individuals. Those who are presenting at OTIS but are not OTIS members, and OTIS members who are the only representatives from their services but whom are not presenting at the meeting, will be eligible for partial scholarships if funds are still available. Consideration for partial scholarships will also be given to Executive Committee members who would not otherwise be able to attend the annual meeting.

The number of scholarships granted is dependent on the amount of money available from corporate meeting sponsors and the OTIS treasury, and will be decided by the OTIS Executive Committee prior to the annual education meeting.

Criteria for eligibility for a scholarship:

1. Submission and acceptance of an abstract for the annual OTIS education meeting.

Those individuals who have an abstract accepted for presentation at the OTIS meeting will be given first consideration for scholarship money. Those submitting a poster that has been accepted for the poster session at the OTIS meeting will also be considered for scholarships.

Membership in OTIS will determine first eligibility for scholarships.


a. Those individuals who belong to OTIS as an Individual Member or who belong 

 to OTIS as part of a TIS will be given first consideration for scholarships. 

b. Individuals who submit an abstract but are not OTIS members will be given secondary consideration for scholarships.

2. Teratogen Information Service representation.

If a TIS is not otherwise going to be represented at the meeting, the OTIS member may be considered for a scholarship even if not presenting at the meeting. 

In addition, Individual Members of OTIS and Executive Council members who would not otherwise be able to attend the annual meeting due to lack of funds may also apply for scholarships.
